Staying Home When Sick and Getting Tested

* NH DPHS Updated Recommendation: Continue to have a low-bar
for excluding and testing people with new and unexplained
symptoms of COVID-19 that might indicate infection

— This includes mild cold symptoms, and even singular symptoms
— This is essentially the same recommendation as last school year

— This should be implemented for both people who are/aren’t fully vaccinated
